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To facilitate your review of our various programs and all supporting materials, artifacts, and other visual displays, we have divided the COE Exhibit Room #1107 into four zones.
In addition to the complete set of File Directories (file tracking system) incorporated into this Guide, we have placed individual program directories at the front of every file crate and bookcase listing its specific contents. 

For further assistance, please refer to the detailed map [next page] that demonstrates the placement of evidence in the following four zones: File Crates, Bookcases, Electronic Access, and Bulletin Boards.

2. Bookcases contain evidence that are too voluminous for file crates

3. Bulletin Boards that display highlights (program description, assessment data, student work, etc.), of the COE programs 
4. Electronic Access – The NCATE/CCTC Welcome page is the page with which the accreditation team from NCATE and CCTC will work with to access all of our existing materials. This online resource will essentially be a mirror of the binders that will be available for use by the team. 

We have provided a tracking system for both NCATE and CCTC evidence documents in both electronic and hardcopy. The NCATE electronic tracking system can be accessed on any computer in the room and hardcopies are provided for all members. Individual sections of the NCATE tracking system are provided in the front of each crate. Hardcopies of the CCTC file crates tracking system are provided in the front of each file crate. Hardcopies of the tracking system for bookcase documents are attached to each bookcase, 
Finally, to ensure that every team members from the many different clusters will have reasonable access to all files, as needed, please return file crates, folders and other exhibits to their original zones and spaces in the Exhibits Room #1107 after using them. To help you do this, we have also labeled and numbered those original spaces with information matching that of the appropriate file crate. Thank You.
