1. Display ability to assess, plan, implement, and evaluate human services as they apply to target populations of individuals, groups, and organizations.

2. Use psychological, sociological, behavioral, and organizational theory, concepts, and models to promote prevention, maintenance, intervention, rehabilitation, and healthy human functioning
3. Access, interpret, and present research finding to clients, colleagues, and other members of related service systems.

4. Use research information for community education and public relations.
5. Design, implement, and evaluate a human services program for a targeted population.
6. Apply ethical and professional standards to the practice of human services.

7. Critically examine how historical and current political, legislative, and economic climate impacts the practice of human services.
8. Demonstrate ability to effect social change through advocacy work at all levels of society.
