The overall goal of AEC’s Nursing Spanish Program is to improve nurses’ Spanish speaking abilities and cultural competency through seminars, conversation, immersion, cultural outings and clinical experiences.
In order to reach this overall goal set forth by AEC, nurses will study both standard and nursing-specific Spanish. In addition to class time, nurses will also participate in on-site visitations to one of many different clinics and healthcare facilities around the area as well as home visitations. 

Below is a brief description of the individual weeks and the objectives that students will be expected to reach by week’s end:
Week 1 Objectives:

Spanish Conversation: Each student will be able to read, write and speak conversational Spanish one                   level above current proficiency by the end of week one. 

Spanish for Nurses: Each student will memorize a list of basic technical vocabulary appropriate for nursing, be able to speak, read, and write verbs associated with nursing in the infinitive form, and be able to verbalize basic recommendations to patients with different illnesses by the end of week one.

Week 2 Objectives:

Spanish Conversation: Each student will be able to read, write and speak conversational Spanish one                   level above current proficiency by the end of week two. 

Spanish for Nurses: Each student will memorize additional technical vocabulary appropriate for nursing, be able to list the instruments associated with surgery/procedures, memorize and use numbers and placements (i.e. First, second…), memorize the name and pronunciation of medical specialty areas and specialists, comprehend and use patient commands appropriately during a physical assessment, verbalize the appropriate name for specimen samples, be able to describe to a patient how they plan to get the sample and provide results in Spanish terms by the end of week 2.
Week 3 Objectives:

Spanish Conversation: Each student will be able to read, write and speak conversational Spanish one                   level above current proficiency by the end of week three. 

Spanish for Nurses: Each student will be able to describe a vaccination schedule and the vaccines to a client, verbalize advanced assessment instructions to a patient using reflexive verbs, use reflexive verbs to complete an assessment of vital signs, describe the dose and frequency of medications using advanced vocabulary, instruct a client on proper breastfeeding techniques, list and describe medications to be avoided while breast feeding, and recognize, verbalize and use vocabulary related to emergencies.

Week 4 Objectives:

Spanish Conversation: Each student will be able to read, write and speak conversational Spanish one                   level above current proficiency by the end of week four. 

Spanish for Nurses: Each student will complete a complex patient history and admission form, and a complete head to toe assessment.
