   It’s Easier than You Think!
       International Programs (IP) is the system-wide study abroad program of the CSU.  The IP program is affiliated with over 50 distinguished universities in 19 countries. CSUDH students can pursue coursework and earn CSU residence credit.

       Most IP programs require a 2.75 grade point average. The application deadline for 2009-2010 is February 1, 2009.  (May 1 for Australia, New Zealand & South Africa). Interested students should contact Racheal Wangui in the International Education Center

     USAC offers semester and yearlong programs in 25 countries, such as Australia, Chile, China, Costa Rica, England, France, Germany, Ghana, Ireland, Italy, Scotland, Spain, and Thailand. Summer Programs are available in most of the countries.

Shanghai & CSUDH – 

Strengthening International Ties 

      The College of Extended & International Education through its American Language & 

Culture Program serves as a hub for educational activities involving international groups of professionals or students. During fall term five groups of Chinese professionals visited campus, participating in intensive noncredit courses such as emergency and disaster planning, technical inspection in metrology. 

       In September President García met in China with leaders of universities in Beijing, Tianjin City and Shanghai as well as with members of the State Administration of Foreign Experts Affairs (SAFEA), which approves universities worldwide for training China’s government officials. 

      President García’s efforts resulted in several agreements. One immediate result involves the Shanghai Government Agencies and Business Association which is sponsoring a delegation of six business and government leaders currently on campus. Visiting for six months, the members will participate in an intensive English program followed by customized training, courses and field visits.
