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Resolution 1

Be it resolved that the existing incomplete form be modified to include space for the instructor to assign a grade if work is completed as prescribed.  The proposed form would also include space for recording a grade if no further work is completed.

Rationale 1

The current incomplete form does not include a space to assign a grade when assignments are completed as agreed.  By assigning a grade on the the incomplete form, students will be able to have their grade accurately recorded.  Rather than receiving an “F” for the class the student will be able to receive a grade consistent with work completed.

Resolution 2

Be it resolved that a change of the incomplete grade after the posting of a degree may be allowed for students who were simultaneously enrolled in both a degree program and a credential or certificate program at the time when the incomplete grade was given.  The changing of the incomplete is allowed if the following conditions are met:

1. The course was not used for the degree posted;

2. The student had been accepted in the credential or certificate program prior to receiving the degree;

3. The Incomplete course is part of the credential or certificate program;

4. The change of grade meets all other University rules and regulations regarding grade changes.  (The incomplete must be finished within one year.  A second year may be granted by filing an extension, or by going through the University petition process.)

Rationale 2

Students simultaneously enrolled in a degree and credential or certificate program receiving an incomplete in a credential or certificate program in the two semesters prior to their graduation, will be hindered from finishing the credential program or certificate program under current policy.

The “Incomplete” course has nothing to do with the degree that was posted.

The proposed resolution allows concurrently enrolled students in this situation to resolve the incomplete grade and continue progress toward their credential or certificate
