Academic Senate Resolution
FPC 02-11 
Campus Identity and Visual Environment (Second Reading Item)

Resolution:

That the Academic Senate requests the Office of the Vice President for Administration and Finance to report to the Academic Senate on the following issues:

1. The Campus Physical Master Planning Committee’s response to FPC 00-02 on       

“Campus Identity and the Visual Environment.”

2. The development and activity of the “Subcommittee on Campus Identity and the 

Visual Environment,” which was charged with the development and maintenance of “a coherent policy to coordinate the elements of the visual environment.”

3. The application of the “graphics” standards booklet to the past, current and 

proposed changes to the campus aesthetics.

4. The progress of the Administration in its development of a coherent campus policy linking campus aesthetics to institutional identity; and, be it further resolved,

That the Academic Senate establish an ad hoc Senate Sub Committee on Campus Identity and Environment with the charge that it develop coherent policy proposals linking campus aesthetics to campus identity.  This committee shall report to the Academic Senate by December 2002.

Rationale

1. On March 8, 2000, the Academic Senate passed FPC 00-02, Campus Identity and the Visual Environment.  It asked that a master plan for the campus’s visual environment be created and subsequently updated.  It was the sense of the Senate that campus architecture, landscaping, space planning, signage, and other visual elements were becoming increasingly diverse and that this was undermining the institutional identity of the campus.  The Campus Physical Master Planning Committee was charged with a review of this issue; a report to the Senate was due on September 13, 2000.

2. FPC 00-02 did not reach the Physical Master Planning Committee.  There was no 

report.

3. In May of 2001, The Physical Master Planning Committee approved and sent to

The Vice President of Administration and Finance a resolution calling for a Subcommittee on Campus Identity and the Visual Environment (Goders/Hebert) which would “develop and maintain a coherent policy to coordinate the elements of the visual environment.”  The subcommittee has not been constituted. 

4. Members of both the Physical Master Planning Committee and the Exterior 

Artwork Committee have been provided with the original campus “Graphics” standards booklet.  This is the only known document that deals with campus aesthetics.  However, it has been ignored, and non-complying projects have been approved.

5. The campus is still without a coherent policy linking campus aesthetics to our 

institutional identity.
