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FPC 02-14: CSUDH Scholarship/Research & Creative Activity Award

Scholarship, research and creative activity are essential components of the mission of CSUDH and are important to the functioning of most faculty members.  These professional activities are important elements in higher education.  In addition, scholarship, research and creative activity provide intellectual stimulation and motivation for student learning, are an impetus for students to emulate the work of their professors, and bring recognition and prestige to the institution.  It is important to recognize faculty working at the frontier of their discipline and contributing to knowledge while bringing innovation in the disciplines.

Maintaining current involvement in their disciplines enables CSUDH faculty to be part of, and to reach out to, the academic community at large as well as the immediate community that we serve.  Scholarship, research and creative activity, distinguish the professional work of faculty in higher education. The CSUDH campus has a tradition of excellent research, scholarship, and creative activity. 

A CSUDH Award shall be established for Excellence in Scholarship, Research and Creative Activity and have the following characteristics:

1. Eligibility: All CSUDH faculty including part-time instructors and postdoctoral scholars are eligible.

2. Criteria for Award: quality and number of peer-reviewed publications, externally funded work, the visibility or recognition of creative activity, evidence of originality and creativity, evidence of excellence including exhibitions, presentations, invitations and awards, citations, and recognition by peers and the public shall be considered.

3. Award Committee: University Leaves and Honors Committee.

4. Nominations: Call for nominations shall be the same as the other University Faculty Awards.  Any CSUDH faculty member can make one nomination.  

5. Announcement of Award: The Award shall be announced when the Distinguished Teacher and Outstanding Professor awards are announced.

6. Award Content: The monetary award shall be the same as other University Awards such as the Lyle E. Gibson Distinguished Teacher, and CSUDH Outstanding Professor awards.  This would include a certificate and a monetary award, distributed by Academic Affairs and funded by the Foundation. The award shall be funded separately from the other awards. 

7. Other Recognition: The award winner shall be acknowledged at graduation and the honors convocation in a similar manner to other faculty awardees.  There will also be a plaque and recognition for the award winner at other appropriate awards receptions.
