The CSUDH Academic Senate has carefully reviewed the Academic Senate CSU’s resolution (AS-2782-06-FA), which was approved January19, 2007; and
WHEREAS:      
The CSUDH Academic Senate agrees with the spirit and timeliness of the Resolution; and
WHEREAS:     
The CSUDH Academic Senate recognizes the complexities of the 
bargaining process, and endorse the good faith efforts of both parties in negotiating a contract; and

WHEREAS:     
The CSUDH Academic Senate understands its responsibilities as an advocate for the academic interests of faculty and for a high quality education; and
WHEREAS:     
The CSUDH Academic Senate values the Fact Finding process as a means of enabling a speedy and fair contractual agreement between the California State University (CSU) and the California Faculty Association (CFA); be it therefore  
RESOLVED:    
That the CSUDH Academic Senate fully endorse AS-2782-05-FA, a copy of which is hereto attached; and be it further
RESOLVED:    
That the CSUDH Academic Senate strongly recommend that the 
negotiating parties use the Fact Finding process, in good faith, to bring about a fair and equitable resolution to the remaining disputed issue; and be it further
RESOLVED:
That a copy of this resolution be forwarded to the CSU Board of Trustees and Chancellor, CFA and to the other campuses senate chairs. 
RATIONALE:    It is in the best interests of all the affected parties that a new memorandum of understanding be agreed upon between the CSU and the CFA.  This agreement is critical for ensuring an academic atmosphere conducive to effective teaching and learning.  CSUDH has historically been one of the under-funded campuses within the system.  Either a prolonged period of negotiation or a CSU-imposed contract will further exacerbate the negative impact of this historic under-funding.
