Whereas
Students who have successfully completed IB courses are often excellent students who are highly motivated, therefore be it

Resolved
That the Admissions Office accept IB courses for admissions, and be it further
Resolved
That it be the policy of the University to articulate satisfactory performance (defined as a score of 4 out of 7 or better) on the International Baccalaureate (IB) exams with credit units in General Education (GE) areas in general and specific courses, where appropriate, and be it further
Resolved
That departments articulate IB exams with particular courses, where appropriate, and be it further
Resolved
That when new IB exams are established, the Articulation Officer shall inform the appropriate Department Chair(s), who shall determine the articulations, if any, with that exam for inclusion in the Catalog.
