Dr. James L. Welch was a founding faculty member and Chair of the Department of Clinical Sciences, and the founder of the Occupational Therapy Program in the School of Health, where he also served as Associate Dean.  He served two terms as Chair of the Academic Senate as well as chair of many of its major committees, including the Faculty Policy Committee and the Educational Policy Committee.  Moreover, he represented the Department of Clinical Sciences as a Senator for many years.

Dr. Welch’s devotion to student research inspired students in the clinical sciences and other health-related majors to create successful presentations for statewide research conferences.  While he was a rigorous teacher, he was also a willing mentor to students, investing considerable amounts of his personal time.  He served as a Mentor in the Faculty Mentoring Program and an Academic Advisor in the University Advisement Center.

Committed to increasing opportunities for students in the health fields, Dr. Welch established an endowed scholarship.  Dr. Welch dedicated his final time at California State University, Dominguez Hills, to creating a bequest for a future building, now named in his memory.
