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Membership and Charge of the General Education Committee

[Supersedes PM 98-05]

Charge:

The General Education Committee provides leadership for the General Education program through oversight of its curriculum, courses, and the quality of teaching and learning in the program. The Committee initiates and/or approves proposals for curricular modification, conducts periodic area-by-area program review as well as student learning outcomes assessment and program assessment in accord with CSUDH policies for such procedures, and implements policies governing the program as a whole.

Membership:

The General Education Committee shall consist of 11 voting members and 4 non-voting, ex-officio members.  A faculty member elected by the committee members will serve as chair for a one-year term, renewable.

 

Elected members will serve two-year terms, renewable. There will be no more than one person from any one department among elected members. The fifteen-member committee shall consist of the following:

 

1. One Senate representative (elected annually by the Academic Senate and responsible for reporting to the Senate)

2. One student representative (appointed annually by the President of Associated Students, Inc.).

3. Three (3) College of Arts and Sciences representatives (elected by the College, with no more than one from any one department)

4. One School of Education representative (elected by the School)

5. One School of Business and Public Administration representative (elected by the School)

6. One School of Health representative (elected by the School)

7. The chairs or coordinators of Area F subcommittees (Humanities, Natural Sciences, and Social and Behavioral Sciences)

8. One University Library representative (elected by the library faculty) will serve as a non-voting, ex-officio member.

9. The Provost’s representative will serve as a non-voting, ex-officio member.

10. The Director of the University Advisement Center will serve as a non-voting, ex- officio member.

11. The Coordinator of Liberal Studies will serve as a non-voting, ex-officio member.
