In Memory of Martin E. Hare Jr.

WHEREAS:  Our respected colleague Martin Hare served as a lecturer in the College of Education from 1990 until his untimely death in September, 2004; and

WHEREAS:  Martin served the University in many capacities including as a member of the Academic Senate, chair of the Student Life Grievance Committee, the College of Education Diversity Committee, and the Teacher Education Exceptions Committee; and

WHEREAS:  Martin’s philosophy of Education opened with the statement:  My philosophy of education centers around the belief and value that life is precious and that it is a fantastic voyage, meant to be experienced, enjoyed and embraced.  Life is enhanced through consciousness, awareness and learning.  It is our responsibility as elders, either in years or experience, to facilitate, scaffold, and nurture the human spirit.  Education is a formal covenant between two or more individuals, and life, learning, and education all share in an individual’s discovery of self; and

WHEREAS:  Martin developed assignments and classroom experiences in educational psychology classes that translated his philosophy into his teaching as reflected in student comments such as:  Martin taught his class with love and care in his heart; He spoke to deeper levels of purpose and reminded one of the many simple truths, yet in such a modest manner; He made the class enjoyable and fulfilling.  He was able to put terms and concepts in understandable and enthusiastic ways.  He was very clear and specific on ways to reach out to those in need; It was hard to come to class in the late evenings, but Martin always made it worthwhile.  We covered so much in this class that I feel that this class has given me knowledge that will make me a better teacher; and

WHEREAS:  Martin devoted a full year in the mid 1990’s to teach first and second grade in the inner city to refresh his first hand knowledge of the issues he was presenting in his classes; and

WHEREAS:  Martin was admired by his colleagues, faculty and staff, for both his scholarship and his personal characteristics as reflected in comments such as:  My sentiments would be about his gentle nature and his commitment and responsibility to students.  He was unique and in many ways "marched to his own drummer", but with ethics and a commitment to his beliefs; In his Educational Psychology courses, Martin helped our credential candidates to gain important insights into the behavior and learning needs of their students, thereby positively influencing the academic achievement of countless young people who may one day attend our University; Martin Hare was a warm, sensitive, caring person who worked with his colleagues to prevent violence among our youth; Martin touched the lives of so many of his students, staff, and colleagues with his genuine concern for his students and a welcoming smile;; Martin was one of the kindest persons I have ever known in my entire life.  He genuinely cared about people, and always wanted to help.  He was funny, kind, and witty and just a wonderful person to know; and

WHEREAS:  Martin Hare touched the lives of children, students, faculty, staff and many animals he cared for as an avocation in profound and lasting ways; therefore 

BE IT RESOLVED: The Academic Senate of California State University Dominguez Hills, on behalf of all faculty, staff, students, and administrators on campus, rededicates itself to the values that Martin Hare espoused and demonstrated in his personal and professional life and conveys its deepest sympathy to Martin’s family and friends.
