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WHEREAS our beloved colleague Professor David Heifetz, who was one of the original faculty of the Interdisciplinary Studies (IDS) department, and since 1975 was a mentor, friend, and inspiration to his colleagues and students, whom he assisted  to realize their individual potential, died last spring, and 

WHEREAS Professor Heifetz’ excellent teaching, unparalleled skill as an advisor, compassion, wit, and droll sense of humor, no matter how grave or seemingly consequential a situation, earned him great admiration among students and faculty alike, and 

WHEREAS Professor Heifetz’ dedication to extending education to working adults led to the growth and continued development  of the PACE program at Dominguez Hills , allowing working adult students to acquire a degree that emphasizes critical thinking and writing skills, and 

WHEREAS Professor Heifetz served for many years as Chair of IDS, was active in outreach to recruit new students to broaden educational opportunities to the larger community, and helped to oversee the GWAR process, and 

WHEREAS Professor Heifetz’ untimely death constitutes a considerable loss for his wife Gayle, their daughter Emily and son Alex, as well as for our University; therefore be it
