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Resolved That the Academic Senate of CSUDH strongly urge President García and Provost Vogel to extend the process of decision making into Spring Semester 2010 and to delay all final decisions regarding programs to be eliminated as a result of the Administrative Affairs Fall 2009 Program Planning Process until March 19, 2010.

Rationale:  Although the need for timely decision making in the light of the current budget crisis is acknowledged, ramifications of the current process to eliminate programs are radical, far-reaching and possibly irrevocable. Given the critical nature of eliminating programs that have taken many years—even decades—to establish, the timeline for the process not only appears cursory and perfunctory but also fails to take into account pre-existing impediments (e.g., holidays, furloughs, final exam week) that make meaningful faculty consultation impossible if the process attempts to reach completion this fall. The outcomes of the Process will thus be, de facto, hasty.  Resolutions passed by the CFA, Emeritus Faculty Association, and CSUDH Academic Senate, as well as the Open Letter from Campus Chairs, all express concern regarding the dangers to our University posed by hurried decision making necessitated by the timeline as it exists in the current process documents.
