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Inte rnational Student Orientation 
 
All Inte rnational students are  required to attend the  mandatory International Student Orientation to 
have  the  opportunity to mee t other students and learn more  about the  campus, life  in the  US, and 
resources available  to you. De tailed information about Orientation will be  sent to students via email.  
Please  plan to arrive  in the  U.S be fore  the  scheduled orientation.  Keep in mind that you cannot 
arrive  in the  U.S more  than 30  days be fore  the  date  listed on your I-20 . 
 
You will need to have  the  following documents & forms to Orientation: 

• New Student Check-In Form 
• F-1 Student Regulations 
• Inte rnational Student Financial Acknowledgement 
• Government Sponsored Students: Consent to Re lease  Academic Information 
• Copy of: 

• Passport  
• F-1 visa  
• I-94 record afte r arriving to the  US from I94 - Official Website  (dhs.gov)   
• CSUDH and any previous I-20  

 
Things to keep in mind before  arriving in USA 
 
F-1 Visa 
Afte r rece iving admission confirmation and your I-20  form. You will require  to follow the  following 
steps: 

1) Pay the  SEVIS fee  at www.fmjfee .com 
2) Schedule  a  visa appointment with the  most convenient U.S. Embassy or Consulate . 

(You can book the  appointment online  at www.usembassy.gov ) 
3) Collect all the  documents that required for the  VISA inte rview. They usually consist of but are  

not limited to: 
a . Valid Passport 
b. Form I-20  from CSU-Dominguez Hills 
c. SEVIS Fee  Rece ipt 
d. Financial Documents 

 
The  VISA interview is a  short conversational inte rview during which you will need to explain 
the  reasons to study in the  U.S. and how you will cover the  school costs and the  living 
expenses.
