[Supersedes PM 77-27]

Upon the recommendation of the Academic Senate, effective
fall 1990, the campus will convert from the current grading
system (A, AB, B, BC, C, CD, D, F) to the plus/minus grading
system (A, A-, B+, B, B-, C+, C, C-, D+, D, F). This will
facilitate the equitable computation of grade points for transfer
students.
